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Flag Holidays

Every year we see more American flags being displayed for community and special
events.

On June 14, 1777, the Second Continental Congress passed the Flag Resolution
which stated: "Resolved, that the flag of the thirteen United States be thirteen stripes,
alternate red and white; that the union be thirteen stars, white in a blue field, represent-
ing a new constellation.” :

Francis Hopkinson, of New Jersey, a naval flag designer and a signer of the Declara-
tion of Independence, designed the 1777 flag.

The original flag has been modified 26 times and was unchanged with its 48 stars for
47 years, beginning with Arizona’s and New Mexico’s admittance to the Union on July 4,
1912. On January 3, 1959, when Alaska was admitted to the Union, the number of stars
increased to 49. On August 21, 1959, when Hawaii was admitted to the Union, the flag

showed 50 stars.

Maritime National Historical Park (SAFR) available for sale through visitors” smartphones.

Visitors to the Park now have the convenience of purchasing — at no additional cost — SAFR annual and
seven-day entrance passes using a free mobile app (the app currently runs on iOS, and will soon be available
for Android).

Entrance fees are also not charged to holders of the America the Beautiful pass series including — the National
Parks and Federal Recreational Lands Annual, Senior, Access, Every Kid in a Park 4th Grade, or Military Pass.

"We are excited to be working with the San Francisco Maritime National Historical Park and provide a con-
venient, hassle-free app enabling visitors to access park passes in advance, by-pass ticketing lines and immedi-
ately enjoy all of the park’s amenities,” said John Masterson, co-founder and president of Viply.
