The Contra Costa
County Historical Soci-
ety (CCCHS) operates
a major archival collec-
tion documenting the
history of the county at
its Contra Costa Histo-
ry Center at 724 Esco-
bar Street, in Martinez.

At our May 13 meet-
ing, CCCHS represen-
tatives will describe the
collection, consisting 
of letters, diaries, 
manuscripts of writ-
ings, legal records,
photographs, maps,
newspapers, periodicals,
and books. 

The History Center is not a
museum or a place where yester-
day's artifacts sit mute in dusty
corners. Rather, it is designed to
be primarily a living archive, a
treasure trove of the records, the
letters, the pictures, maps, and
books — the thousand and one

records that tell the story of our
past.

It is intended as a focus for
scholarly activity, offering valu-
able resources available for seri-
ous students and writers of histo-
ry and a place where teachers can
find prime source material on the
county's past to share with their
students.

The center is the
place where all the
county's community
historical societies can
search for additional
materials to add to their
individual collections.

Moreover, it is
planned as a workshop
where educational pro-
grams and interpretive
exhibits on various
aspects of county histo-
ry can be put together
for loan to schools and
businesses. One of the
main objectives is to

get as many of the soci-
ety's historical materials

out where they can be seen and
enjoyed by all of the citizenry.
